GRANTED. InUnderwood v. Lane Memoria Hospital, 97-1997, at p. 5 (La.

7/8/98), 714 So0.2d 715, 718, we held that the use of theword “shall” in La. Rev. Stat.
13:5104(B) “indicatesalegidativeintent that asingle political subdivision can be sued
only in one of the two specified parishes and that no other exceptions are gpplicable.”
The court of appeal therefore erred in applying La. Code Civ. Proc. art. 73 to this
case. Accordingly, the judgments of thetrial court and court of appeal are reversed.
The matter is remanded to the trial court which isinstructed to grant defendant’s

motion of improper venue.

DECREE: REVERSED AND REMANDED
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
